White, in this example, has posses-
sion of the doubling cube at the 2 level.
To arrive at this position, white was
fortunate to hit black-during the bear-
off.

‘White now has a 6-1 to play. What is
your suggested move?

In order to determine the correct
play for this pesition, you need to dis-
cover white’s ultimate goal.

Naturally, white could begin to run
his checkers toward home by moving
from the black 1 to the 8 point, or from
the black 7 point to the white 11 point.
The problem with either of these
moves is that if black gets off the bar
with a 6 and anything, he could hit
white (with 6-1, 6-5 or 6-6) or he could
roll 6-2, 6-3 or 6-4 and white could easi-
1y miss the indirect long shot.

White was definitely losing this
game and now can turn it into a
winner. How?

If white is willing to take the chance
of being hit in the outer board with a
long shot or take the risk of black run-
ning past without being able to hit
back, white should be willing to move
from the black 7 to white’s 12 point and

white 6 point. Now only a double six
would be a catastrophe.

This is where you toss away the book
on odds and probabilities. Although the
odds are greater to hit (11 out of 38 vs.
5 out of 36), white is a favorite to cover
that blot on his next roll, thus closing
his home board.

The important eriterion is that black
has a 33 percent chance of getting off
the bar on his next roll. If he fails to re-
enter, white could redouble the cube (in
tournament play) to 4 and black should
drop.

Normally, you should never slot on
your vacant home board points — un-
less you can hit, of course. But in this
case, white’s best hope of winning

“would be to create a positive position

that would force black out of the game.

On the very next roll, if white is hit
on the 6 poift, he may still retaliate
later as black races home. Best of all,
white would still retain possession of
the cube.
