young women which have occurred in
the past year.

Like a majority of the Detroit vic-
tims, the body was found outdoors and
the vietim had an arrest record for
prostitution.

Two suspects have been arrested in
the past two months and charged with
six of the Detroit killings. The rest re-
main unsolved.

“The possibility of a connection is
not all that strong,” Seifert said. “The
most common causes of death in those
murders were strangulation, stabbing
or shooting.

“The (Farmington) victim wasn't
murdered in that way.”

Cause of death is still unknown, Seif-
ert said. Results of an autopsy conduct-
ed Friday were to be released Monday.

Michigan State Police are assisting
Detroit and Farmington officers in the
‘nvestigation.

The victim was Caucasian, 5-1,
weighed 100 pounds, and was discov-
ered lying face down.

She had a heart tatooed on her right
upper arm and ‘lv me’ tatoced on her
left arm. There were crosses on both
‘wrists and tatoos on the ankles spelling
‘short.”

Relatives of the victim living in
Dearborn were contacted by police.

Rentschler’s last known address was
101 Euclid, Detroit.

She was arrested by Detroit police
for accosting and soliciting a police of-
ficer on Nov. 20, 1979, at Woodward
and Woodlawn.

The victim was possibly a drug user,
police added.
