Asphalt pads have been laid at alt
217 locations where salt is stored for
winter highway maintenance. Covered
storage sheds have been built at four-
fifths of them, the Michigan Depart-
ment of Transportation reports.

Both measures are designed to mini-
mize seepage of melted salt into under-

safe from salt melt

ground water sources.

The department’s program to guard
against ground water pollution by deic-
ing salt is one of the most progressive
in the country, said Donald Oren, chief
maintenance engineer.

“Salt is essential to winter highway
maintenance, and it must be stored in

large volumes,” he said. “To minimize
chances for pollution, we started 10
yars ago to enclose salt piles in storage
buildings constructed on asphalt pads.”

All of MDOT'’s 35 storage locations
have permanent storage buildings. To-
gether, they provide capacny for
42,150 tons of salt.
