Here are a few we've tried
with good luck: Purple Au-
tumn, bearing from summer
till late fall. Fruit is purple and
high in flavor. Another one ta
try is the Fallgold. It has large
conical berries, golden and
quite tasty. A good novelty for
the home gardener. Falired is
another good everbearer, con-
sidered the largest of all the
raspberries and ideal for eat:
ing fresh; jams, canning, pies

r for {reezing. :

“Fer a standard red raspber: ~
ry, homé! gardeners will have
a dard time beating ‘the La-
tham, for years the leading
commercial variety. Also, the
Newblrgh is a good red one to
keep yout eye on.

For a ‘black raspberry, the
Bristol i§ a good one. Fruit'is
large, firm, glossy and sweet.
Caution: Don’t grow black and
red raspberry plants next to
each othier because of virus
disease spread by aphids and
leafhoppers.
