“THIS TYPE OF music
had for many years
been considered pathetic. and
really for old maids.” Miss
Bloch once said. "1 have tried

to show that it is alive and had
something to say to us today.
Elizabethan music Is actually
similar to popular masic in
that it takes a hit tuhe and
varjes it. It is beautiful music
that relates to the present yet
tells so'much of the past.”

Miss: Bloch first hedrd the
lute while studying composi-
lmn in Germany and she heard
Margo, the step-daughter of
Albert Einstein sing Yiddish
and German songs to the ac-
companiment of a German

lute. :

She bought a lute for the
German equivalent of $7.50
and went to work. In England,
Miss Bloch met Arnold Dol-
metsch who questioned her
*‘cigar box"’ and suggested
thal’ she buy a real lute-an
instrument that must have
from: 11 to- 19 strings.
Eventually she was able (o
buy a 1600 lute.

States, Canada and Europe.-

s)mphuny orchestras includ-
ing the New York Philhar-
monic under Leonard Bern-
stein and with the Phitadelphia
Orchestra under the baton of
Eugene Ormandy.

Currently she is a faculty
member of the Juilliard School
of Music and conducts a semi-
nar on Renaissance music for
graduate students.
