Walled Lake

candidates

file for school board

Seven candidates have filed for the
two Walled Lake schoo! board seats up
for grabs in the June election.

Board President Steven Lasher of
Walled Lake is being challenged by Pa-
tricia Jackman of West Bloomfield for
'the four-; -year term.

Five other candidates will compete
for the one-year remaining on a term
created by the resignation of lang-uma
trustee Leo Wessinger Jr.

Robert McNutt of Union Lake, Jef-
frey Portko of Novi, David Reddy of
Walled Lake, Merlin Reeds of Walled
Lake and Lorraine Haworth of Union
Lake filed their nominating petitions
before the Monday deadline.

Only Lasher has previous board ex-
perience. He was an unsuccessful can-
didate for the board in June 1978 when
he finished third in a field of 10 for two

vacancies. He was appointed to the
board in October 1978 to fill a vacancy
created by the resjgnation of Chester
Gerdensky.

Lasher was elected to a two-year
term in June 1979 and elected board

- president at the start of the 1980-81

school year.

Portko, Roddy and Jackman have

run for the school board previously.

Portko was a candidate in the 1979
election’ while Jackman and Roddy
were candidates in the 1980 election
when they finished third and fourth re-
spectively in a field of four for two
four-year terms.

Mario Tozzi and Robert Cooper were
the top vote-getters in that election.

If the candidates decide they want to
be taken off the June ballot, they will
have to file withdrawals 4 p.m. today.

C’ville candidates file

Three candidates will face:off for
two seats in the June 8 Clarenceville
school board race.

Incumbent Richard Wood of Livonia
and newcomers Earl Gilbert of Farm-
ington Hills and Lee McDowell of Livo-
nia filed nominating petitions on Mon-
day.

Norman Hunt is retiring after 19
years on the board.

Wood, who won a four-year term last
June, is running because of an election
mix-up last year. Although he was re-
elected to his fifth four-year term last
June, Wood didn't file an acceptance
letter in time.

A 17-year veteran of the board, Wood
currently serves as president. He is su-
perintendent of administrative engi-
neering for Ford Motor Co. He has a
bachelor’s degree in business adminis-
tration.

He s the father of four children.

- Gilbert, 64, is a package designer

and engineer for Westvaco in Detroit.
He is father and step-father to 11 chil-
dren, two of whom attend Clarenceville
schools.

The past president of Clarenceville
Band Boosters, Gilbert is treasurer of
the St. Alexander Men's Club and past

resident of the Homeowners Associa-
tion in Section 36.

A World War II veteran, Gilbert said
he's thought about running for the
board in past years and now would like
to help the district solve its problems.

McDowell, 44, owns a party store in
Novi. He is the former data processing
manager for Kresge Corp. and Cunn-
ingham Drug Stores. He was graduated
from Morenci High School near the
Michigan-Ohio border.

He is president of the Clarenceviile
Band Boosters.. He has two children
who attend Clarenceville schools. Two
other children graduated from the dis-
trict team in Novi.
