Belter furniture
on display

The new exhibit in the Plymouth His-
torical Museum 15 of furniture made by
John Belter (1804-1863), who came to
the United States In the carly 1840's,
started making furniture a few years
later and made furniture until his
death,

Hls furniture features richly carved
frameworki in rosewood and walnut
with heavy rolted moldinga and intri-
cate frult and floral decoration,

Belter's greatest achievement 'z gen-
erally considerd to be his succeasful ap-
plication of laminating. He uscd

over, steamed and shaped to a curvilin-
ear form under pressure. The {draiture
was then plerced and carved to create
the cffect of openwork carving in a
curved plane, an effect that would have
been impossible to achieve with natu-
ral wood.

Joseph Meeks & Sons during the
1850s and 1860s produced substantial
quantities of carved, laminated furni-
ture in the rococo manner,
