® THE CRUELEST GAME
Cindy H. of Livonia writes: “I love to
play backgammon and have learned a

Iot about the game by observing your
column. Long ago, you mentioned back-
gammon to be a cruel game. Now I can
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relate to that!

“In this position, I (white) rolled a
great 3-2, hit black on the 8 point and
covered my open checker on the 2
point. Black rolled a double 1 and soon.

| had three of my checkers on the bar.

With the cube on 2, I bst a gammon
and four points. Luck or not, it isn't
fair! Backgammon is the cruelest
game!”

I certainly will agree. At times,
backgammon can be a cruel and unfair
game. But what goes around will come
around and one way to make certain
that it doesn’t come around too often is
to learn a few key principles of back-
gammon strategy.

One principle that relates to white's
position here is to hold your anchor (a
point you occupy in your opponent’s
home board) as long as you can without.
putting your game in jeopardy until the
proper time comes to leave. There is
an old backgammon cliche, “Holding
means survival and survival means
holding.”

In this position, by hitting black on
the 8 point, white would be leaving 23

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ways for black to get off the bar and hit
or slot on white. Often a player may
purposely plant a checker in his outer
board to tempt his opponent into vacat-
ing his anchor.

Of course, before purposely leaving a
blot, you must correctly analyze the
position and assess the benefits or pit-
falls. Also, before hitting your oppo-
nent’s blot, you must correctly assess
the benefits or pitfalls of hitting.

In this position, white has a position-
al edge over black due to timing. White
would do best to improve his home
board by moving the checker from the
7 to the 2 point. This move also slows
white's timing. Within two rolls, black
will be breaking the 11 point or will try
to leave the white 5 point, at which
time white will have a chance to hit
and possibly redouble the cube.

Had this situation been a desperate
one, hitting would certainly be in order.
