$50,000 at Great Oaks

Nearly 250 golfers assembled for the St. Jude
Celebrity Golf Classic at Great Qaks in Rochester
this week — all because of an incident that oc-
curred one winter night in 1940.

Danny Thomas, then an unknown Detrojt comedi-
am, was praying to St. Jude Thaddeus, patron saint
of the hopeless. In return for rescue from despair,
‘Thomas pledged a demonstration of determination.

He made good on his promise.and established St.
Jude Children’s Research Hospital, now the largest
childhood-cancer-research center in the world.

Over the past 10 years, Great Qaks’ charity tour-
nament — which draws sports celebrities, profes-
sional athletes, players from the Ladies Profession-

Golf Association (LPGA) and media people —
‘has raised more than $300,000 for the hospital.

Each of four golfers paid $200 to play with a
celebrity in the 18-hole, five-person, Texas-scram-
ble format.

Private donations and revenue raised from the
auction of (among other ‘things) a trip-for-two to
Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, contributed to the almost
$55,000 that filled the till this year.

DICK ‘NIGHT TRAIN' LANE, a robust 6-foot-3,
260 pounds at age 53, came out to play in the celeb-
rity program not only becanse be’s a golf-lover, but
also because the tournament’s purpose hits home.
