‘The main part of the praposal which
hasn't changed since last year's version
says that businesses that gross less
than $6 million will be taxed on a por-

tion of their profits. If there is no prof-
it, there will be no tax.

“For years people have been talking
about Michigan's deterlorating busi-
ness climate, yet almost no action has
been taken to repair the problems,”
Ross said.
