ABA Nationals is the opportunity to
receive double points on August 1 and
triple points on August 2.

Phillips said the ABA works on a
point system, where the racer accumu-
lating the most points wins the cham-
pionship for that division.

In preparation for the big race, the
Waterford Oaks track is receiving sev-
eral improvements.

“The track will be in excellent condi-
tion for the nationals,” Phillips said.

Althongh the race is sponsored by the
ABA, Oakland County Parks and Rec:
reation has a battery of activities
planned for the racers and spectators.

This includes breakfast both mora-
ings, a free swim in the Wave-Action
Pool for the racers and entertainment
for everyone provided by the Oakland
