The
Championship Flight consisted of wom-
en with handicaps of 20 and below,
Flight 1, handicaps of 32 to 21 and
Flight 2, handicaps of 33 and above.

‘The women's tournament was post-
poned a week by rain last fall, but still
drew its largest lurnout ever.

THE MEN also had bad luck with the
weather during their tournament last
year. Heavy thuaderstorms forced can-
cellation of the first round.
