Tartan
Red is to set off vivid red woolens or to
be worn with khaki. Sweet Melon is the

The shades Ms. Lauder described,
she said, are just a sampling of her au-
tumn colors that reflect the gleam of
copper, the patina of polished pine and
cherrywood and the glint of autumn
leaves.

“Eyes,” said Ms. Lauder, “need to be
emphasized with contouring and
highlighting. Use at least three shades
to attain the depth and richness that

+ For example, she advised, blend the
new Golden Wheat, Willowood and
Countrywood, extending the shadow be-
yond the eye to elongate it.

Delicate Cranberry Glass blush would
be a good choice, she said. Dot it on and
then smooth it across the cheekbone
into an “L” formation up and alongside
the temple.

For a finished look, Ms. Lauder re-
commends dusting on a natural shade
of loose face powder, highlighted with
the shimmered bronze powder.
