Frank Orlando calls it “gymnasium baseball.”

Kevin Sell, an all-conference p:riormer who was
a key player on DCD’s hockey team this winter,
anchors the pitching staff. A 6-foot-1, 190-pound
senior righthander, Sell Is a power pitcher who
groomed a fine 6-1 record last year.

“He's a big, strong pitcher, but he's woking on
developing a curve ball and a change of pace,” said
Orlando. “He will be our main starter.”

Tha remaining members of the youthful pitching
staff include sophomore righthander Richard Gold-
berg, Eric Kohkonen and junior Tom Kendro who is
up from the junior varsity.

Junior backstop George Clark has a big assign-
ment this year as he takes over for all conference -
catcher Tim Schaeffer who graduated. Clark, 6-4,
190 pounds, has an “exceptional arm and good de-
fensive skills.”

The infield consists of seniors Adam Rosen (first
base) and Eric Martin (third base), Goldberg (short- :
stop) and Kohkonen and Howard Rubin (second
base). Goldberg, a fine defensive player, batted .330
last year.

Senior Matt Friedman (left field) and sophomore
John Collins (center field) have two outfield posi-
tions locked up.
