The Troy Players production of Lilli-
an Hellman's absorbing play “The Lit-
tle Foxes” is good theater. .

The lively cast, directed by Joe Bur-
dick, gets really involved in this drama
about a monstrous Southern family,
and there’s rarely a dull moment.

It's bared fangs in the living room
during the 1900s when the agrarian
South was on the verge of becoming in-
dustrialized, and the play deals with

 the incredibly selfish Hubbard family,

their business m3chinations and the ha-
voc they wreak on the people they mar-

ry.

(If you liked “The Betsy” or
“Wheels,” you should love “Little
Foxes." It's simply cotton mills instead
of cars) . .

Lisa Newell is touching as the “only
aristocrat,” Birdie Hubbard. You want
to kick Newell occasionally for being

S0 browbeaten by her lout of a husband,
but her upbringing has been too gentle
to allqw her to do more than get
flustered and drink in private, and
Newell makes us understand Birdie's
lost life.

1 16ved Birdie telling us she dislikes
Leo, her own son.

GEORGE HOTZ as Oscar Hubbard,
the bullying lout who has married Bird-
ie for the cotton plantation her family
couldn't keep after the Civil War, is
loud, smirky and has moments of pow-
er.

W. Gerald McCray as Benjamin Hub-
bard, the brother with a better front,
turns in a fine performance. He's a
more genial thief who makes up South-
ern customs when dealing with North-
ern businessmen: “The last toast is a
good todst — proves Southerners are
still on their feet.”

McCray has some fine moments
trying to stay a gentleman while en-
gaged in stealing bonds.

Lillian Rosender turns in the strong-
est performance of the evening as Re-
gina Hubbard Giddens. Rosender has a

langh like the Wicked Witch of the
West. She's a fine and finished actress.
She exudes energy and the kind of lo-
cust-like appetite that wants to eat up
the world, let alone Chicago. .
- Lance Bosley looks a bit too much
like a clean-cut, nice young man as
Leo, the detestable young bounder with
a lady in Mobile and a hatred of work.
Bosley moves well though, and he gives
us a Leo who simply wants English
clothes, likes to beat horses and is a
spoiled brat rather than a truly horren-
dous creep like his father, Oscar.

Bosley is too likable to give us a Leo
who is going to grow up to be another
Oscar.

LISA JERRELL wakes up in her fi-
nal scene as Alexandra Giddens, the
pretty 17-year-old, who loves her dying
father and realizes what a swarm of
locusts shie lives among. Jerrell is a
young Southern belle: That's a hard

Charles Ray is a wonderfully kindly
