YET NURSES are becoming more
assertive, Schaffer said. “My students

Brodhead noted the Reagan Adminis-
tration wants to cut assistance for
graduate student nurses — a level of
training that is a prerequisite for RNs
who want to become supervisors.

JOHNSON WARNED the nurses,
when dealing. with congressmen, to
“make them aware you are concerned .
with efficiency. .

“Congressmen believe health care
people -aren’t concerned with costs.
They were right until a year or two
ago. You're in trouble politically over
the cost iSsue,” the political scientist
said.

Brodhead underscored the point:

“The cost of medical care has doubled
and doubled and doubled and doubled

and doubled. That has to be slowed
down. We have the. most expensive
health care system in the world, but the
quality is going down, and it's not effi-
cient.

“Lots of things could be done through
nurse practitioners,” Brodhead said,
referring to the new field of paramedi-

‘¢al services. One student asked

whether nurse practitioners shouldn’t
be billed as a separate service rather
than seeing their work lumped ignomi-
niously under the heading of roont and
board.
