a. Interconnection Required

Upon receiving the directive of the City to interconnect, the Grantee shall immedi-
ately initiate negotiations with the other affected system or systems in order that all
costs may be shared equally among cable companies for both construction and opera-
tion of the interconnection link. .

c. Relief

The Grantee may be granted reasonable extensions of time to intercoanect or the
City may rescind ils order to interconnect upon petition by the franchise to the City.
The City shall grant said request if it finds that the Grantee has negotiated in good
faith and has failed to abtain an approval from the system or systems of the proposed
interconnection, or that the cost of the would cause an
or unacceptable increase in subscriber rates.

d. Cooperation Required N

The Grantee shall cooperate with any interconnection corporation, regional inter-
connection authority or city, county, state and federal regulatory agency which may
be hereafter established for the purpose of regulating, financing, or otherwise provid-
ing for the interconnection of cable systems beyond the boundaries of the City.

SECTION 29. ACCEPTANCE AND EFFECTIVE DATE OF FRANCHISE
a. No franchise granted pursuant to the provisions of this ordinance shall become
seffective unless and until this ordinance has become effective and, in addition, unless
and until all things required in this section are done and completed, all of such things
being bereby declared to be conditions precedent to the effectiveness of any such
franchise granted hereunder. In the event any of such things are ot done and com-
pledled in the time and manner vequired, the Councll may declare the franchise null
and vei -
b. Within thirty (30) days after the effective date of this ordinance awarding a
franchise or within such extended period of time as the City Council in its discretion
may authorize, the Grantee shall file with the City Clerk ts written acceptance, in
form satisfactory to the City Attorney, of the franchise, together with the insurance
‘policies, bond, and Letter of Credit required by Sections 13, 14 and 15, respectively,
and its agreement to be bound by and to compiy with and to do all things required of
him by the provisions of this ordinance. Such acceptance and agreement shall be
acknowledged by the Grantee befare a notary public and shall in form and content be
satisfactory to and approved by the City Attorney.

SECTION 30. VIOLATIONS

a. From and after the effective date of this ordinance, it shall be unlawful for any
person to establish, aperate or to carry on the business of operatlng a cable television
system unless a franchise therefor has first been obtained pursuant to the provisions

* of this ordinance, and unless such {ranchise is in full force and effect.

b. From and after the effective date of this ordinance, it shall be unlawlul for any
person to construct, Install or malntain within any pablic street In the City, or within
any other public property of the City, or within any privately-owned area within the
City which bas not yet become a public street but is designated or delineated as a
proposed public street on any tentative subdivision map approved by the City, any
equipment or facilities for the purpase of operating a cable televislon system unless a
franchise authorizing such use of such street or properrty or area has first been
obtained pursuant to the provisions of this ordinance, and unless such franchise s in
full force and effect.

. It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to make any authorized
connection, whether physically, electrically, acoustically, Inductively or otherwise,
with any part of a franchised CATV system within thls City for the purpose of
enabling himself or others to receive any cable television service, without pagment to
the owner of said system, or to make any unauthorized connectlon for any purpase.

d. 1t ahall be unlawful for any person, without the consent of the owner, to willfully
tamper with, remove or Injure any cables, wires or equipment used for distribution of
cable televislon service.

e. Neither the Grantee hereunder nor any sharebolder of the Grantee shall engage
in the business of selling, repairing or Intalling television receivers, radio receivers,
or accessories for such receivers within the City of Farmington during the term of
this franchise, and the Grantee shall not allow any of its shareholders to so engage in
any such business.

£. 1t shail be unlawful for any person to make or grant any undue preference or '
advantage to any other person or subject any person to any undue prejudice or
disadvantage, as to rates, charges, service, service facllities, rules, regulations, or
any other respect; provided, bowever, connection charges may be waived or modified
during promeotional campaigns of Grantee. '

g Aty person who 18 found to bave committed an unlawful act as described berein,
or who otherwise violates any of the provisions of this ordinance, shall be punished by

2 fine of not more than $500 for each day sald unlawful act or violation continues.

SECTION 31. GRANTEE'S APPLICATION INCORPORATED .
By Its acceptance of {ranchise, Grantee specifically grants and agrees that its

application s thereby incorporated by reference and ‘amde a part of this ordinance.

In the event of a conflict between proposed services listed in said application and the

provisions of this ordinance, that provision which provides the greatest beaefit to the
City, in the opinion of the City Counci, shall prevail. Failure to provide services as
promised in Grantee's application as incorporated herein shall be deemed a breach of
this ordis to which f Section 22 of thi shall apply.

SECTION 32. JOINT ADMINISTRATION OF FRANCHISE

‘Nothing contained in this Ordinance shall be construed to preclude or restrict the
municipalities of Farmington, Farmington Hills, and Novi, which jave joined to co-
operasively process applications for a cable TV system for the three citles, and
selected a single operator for all three citles, to establish, temporarily or otherwise, a

* joint system to administer this cable franchise for all three citles and/or to establish

‘one or more joint authorities, commissfons, counclls or other similar body(s) to act on
any matter, on behalf of the three municipalities, that any individual city, under this

ce, 1s impowered to act upon. The three above municlpalities sball also bave
the right to delegate to any such joint body established by the three citles, thelr rights
to negotlate an appropriate system of local access, both public and institutional,
including matters related to studios, equipment, staff assistance, and such other facil-
ities and accessories included in the proposal of the Grantee. Such system shall be
established within the budgeted cost of the Grantee's original proposal unless other-
wise 2greed upon by the parties.

SECTION 33. SEVERABILITY

1f ang section, seatence, clause or phrase of the ordinance s held unconstitutional
or otherwise invalld, such infirmity shall not affect the validity of the ordinance, and
any portions in conflict are hereby repealed. Provided, bowever, that in the event
that the state or federal government laws or regulations renders any section invalid,

SECTION 35. GENERAL PROVISIONS - RIGHTS RESERVED TO GRANTEE

a. 1t not be excused f1 with any of the terms or conditioas
of this franchise by any failure of the City on any one or more oceasions ta insist on or
to seek compliance with any such terms or conditions.

b, Whenever this franchise shall set forth any time for any action to be performed
by or on behalf of Grantee, the sald time shall be deemed of the essence and any
failure of Grantee to perform within the time allotted shall always be sufficlent
grounds for the City to terminate and/or revoke this franchise.

. Grantee agrees by the acceptance of this franchise that it will not at any time set
up agairst the City in any claim or proceeding, any condition or term of this franchise
as wireasonable, arbltrary or vold, o that the City has no power or authority to make
such term or conditions, but shall be required to accept the validity of the terms and
conditions of this franchise in their entirety.

d. Without limitation on the rights which the City might otherwise have, the City
does hereby expressly reserve the right, powers, and authority to exercise its govern-
‘mental power now, or hereafter to the full extent that such powers may be vested in
or geanted to the City; to determine through its City Council any question of fact
relating to the meaning, terms, obligations, or other factors of this franchise; and to
grast additional franchises in the City to other persons for the contract at CATV
under any conditlons whatsoever, acceptable to City, notwithstanding such additional
franchises might be alleged to contain more favorable conditions than the rights
granted berein, subject to Section 2 hereof.
