Eight million Americans suffer from
chronic lung diseases such as emphyse-
ma, bronchitis and asthma. For them,
even walking down the street or weed-
ing the garden can cause shortness of
breath.

“Breathing Easier,” coming 1-4 p.m.
Monday, Aug. 2, is a program to tell
those with chronic lung disease, their
family and friends, more about this
condition. The program will suggest
avenues of health care available for
those who have not yet sought profes-
sional advice for their shortness of
breath.

The Aug. 2 program Is sponsored
jointly by Henry Ford Hospital's West
Bloomfield Outpatient Center and the
Farmington Hills Parks and Recre-
ation Senior Adult Program. It will be
uneld at the Mercy Center Gathering
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Place, 28600 11 Mile Road in Farming-
ton Hills (at Middlebelt Road). En-
trance to the Gathering Place is via
Gate 4 of the Mercy Center complex.
The program is open free of charge
to all, regardless of age or place of res-
idence.
