‘The Farmington Hills Police Depart-
ment is feeling sheepish over its
botched attempt to return to Bert and
Christine Koski their lost German shep-
herd, Angel.

In talking to some of her neighbors,
she was able to trace Angel as far as
the Willilams’ pool and again called
Farmington Hills police.

“They were mistakenly told their
dog had been taken to the county,
which turns dogs over to the humane
soclety,” said Conway.
