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Suspect arrested

A 28.year-old man who told po-
lice he has served prison sentences
for burglary, auto theft and posses-
sion of heroin, has been charged
with the brutal murder Nov. 17 of
Amandus J. Hoover, 89, a Hartel
Street resident for 45 years.

James L. Collett, who was arrested
Thursday, told police be knew Hoover,
had grown up In Livonla a half-mile
trom the old man’s home and had gone
to vlsit him the day he was killed,

Hoover lived in a smal! frame house

on Hartel south of Plymouth Road near
Inkster Road since 1937, Retired from
the Ford Motor Co,, he was a popular
figure known to many in City Hall and
throughout the clty, He malntained a
garage workshop and was considered
the nefghborhood Mr. Fixit.

His body was found about 10 p.m.
1ast Tuesday evening after a nelghbor
who checks on him cnlled police and
sald she had not scen him for a couplo
of days.

POLICE FOUND Hoover's body in a
hallway of his home. He had been

Accordlng (o the Wayne County Med-
ical Examiner’s office, Hoover dled
Sunday evening, Nov, 17, from several
blows to the head by a blunt Instrument
and bad- atso received multiple stab
wounds to his chest and back.

“Collett was arraigned on charge of
second-degree murder Friday before
Dlstrict Judge John C. Seller In Wayne.
He stood mute to the charge, which
carrles a maxlmum penalty of life im-
prisonment, and a not guilty plea was
entered on his behalf, Judge Seller set a
$250,000 bond pendlag ezaminatlon
Dec. 7 In 16th District Court In Wayne.

Palice bad few clues after discovery
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of Hoaver's body until area witnesses
reported seelng Collett on Hoover's
property Nov. 17. Whea police found
Hoover's body, the house waa locked
and officers had to force a window
open to get n.

There was no sign of a burglar’s
forced entry and nothing had apparent-
ly been taken from the house, sald Sgt.
Fred Benson, who with Sgt. Douglas
Smith, s headng the investigation.
