Broadhead says that he be-
lieves “*Andy is a stereotype™
and this is proven because |
have all the pressures as the
adult male in the play. Andy is
the straight man for the other
two characters,”” he added.

believable.”” Hepner says.
“They are believable not in
the stereotypes. but in their
human qualities.

“Every person in the audi-
ence has been extremely con-
servative at one time and then
extremely to the left at anoth-
er.” he explained.

“'Simon shows the imbalance

between the characters in the
play. but,by the end the three
are close ~ not philosophically
but as persons.” Hepner con-
cluded.
