Deacon Burton is the black man n the tall white
hat; he calls all the women whoe work for him
"mama.” He serves fried chicken every day, but
there are always other meats on the menu. Today
it's meat loaf and chicken stew, but It sometimes
gels as exotic ax plgs’ cars, chitlins or neck bones.

You get one meat and two cholees from the vege-
table list for $1.75, 25 ceals extra for colfee, anoth-
er 40 cents for the fruit cobbler that always seems
to sweeten the end of the hot lne. The vegetable lst
Includes black-eyed pens, macaroni and cheese,
turnlp greens, rice.

Burton's Is open from 4 a.m. to 4 p.m. Monday
lhx:!ug;h Friduy. The Deacon goes flshing on weck-
