FRACES

‘White Paper’ Prompts
‘Age Of Maturity’ Review

Gov. Milliken will soon ap-
point a “Governor’s Commis-
sion on the Age of Majori
to examine all states giving
rights to or placing restrictions
on young people.

The governor emphasized
both rights and responsibilities
when he unveiled the program
to a high school audience re-
cently at Oakland University.

Milliken's proposal is nearly
identical to an Observer Ne:
papers 1969 *White Paper
advocating a total re-exami-
nation of all state laws specify-
ing a date of maturity.

WHILE THE movement for
an 18-year-old vote is at the
heart of the proposal, both Mil-
liken's speech and the Ob-
server ""White Paper’” saw the
issue of bringing under-21 per-
sons into the social main-
stream as far broader. Said
the governor

*The present restrictions on
young people—to own proper-
ty, to enter into a contract. to
have access to our courts—
have a greater impact on their
lives than the important ques-
tion of vating...

“While 21 is generally the

legal age of majority in Michi-"

gan and most other states, it is
interesting to note that this
practice was established origi-
nally in England because that
was the age when most young
men were strong enough to
wear a suit of armor.

*“‘Now, however, the age of
majority in England has been
fowered to 18, while we (in
Michigan) retain their now-
discarded 11th century cus-
tom."

Milliken guoted an unidenti-
fied University of Michigan
law student writing about the
problems of a hypothetical
“Joe.”" a 20-vear-old veteran
of the war in Vietnam. The
student wrote:

“IF JOE wants to set up a
business after arriving home,
he soon finds that he cannot
contract and/or convey land,
If he becomes involved in a
civil dispute, he cannot submit
it to arbitration.

“'He cannot vote. He cannot
change his name. If Joe is in-
jured wrongfulty, he cannot
sue for loss of ability to work
during his minority.

“If Joe is arrested for a

crime, he may be tried by a
jury as an adult, yet he is not
old enough to serve on the
jury himself.

*“The restrictions on Joe
might extend to his private
life. Even though he might
have been an artillery man in
Vietnam, in Michigan he could
not shoot 2 BB gun away from
his home.

“‘He could not smoke cigar-
ets on a public street or on any
public land. And in some
towns, he might be excluded
from theaters and bowling al-
leys."

THE OBSERVER ""White
Paper” advocated. and the
governor implied there would
be, some examination of scien-
tific evidence that human
beings are maturing. physi
cally and mentaliy. some
years faster than humans of a
half-century or century ago.

One idea the governor is
considering was proposed by
the late Dr. Leroy Augenstein.
geneticist and member of the
State Board of Education:
That there be a single age of
maturity rather than a host of
ages ranging from 15 to 21

One complicating factor is a
hast of depression-era regula-
tions on the kinds of jobs
young persons can hold. Al-
though written in the name of
safety, many had the unspoken
purpose of reducing competi-
tion for jobs at a time when
jobs were scarce.
