Murder on his mind
-Author mixes religion, death, church politics

Laat week, Kienzle recalled a bishop
who d to tangle part of hls robe

Although Willlam Klenzle left the
world of the parish priest 20 years ago,
cach spring he returns with murder on
his mind.

Often, the former Roman Catholle
priest’s victlms are priests or nuns who
are found, In the best murder mystery
traditlon, lylng in a pool of blood. This
year wlll be the scventh spring that
Kietizle has sent hls priest detective,
Father Koesler, out onto the strects of
Detrolt and neighbarlng cltles to solve
yet another case. As the author told hls
audience at last week's Troy Town
Hall, this year’s excurslon into murder
and the mysteries of rectory life wiil be
entitled “Kill and Tell.”

The new title could sum up Klenzle's
carcer as a mystery author. Along the

way to his hero's next case, he drops a -

few storles about his encounters with
the attltudes and folbles of the lfe In
the pricsthood and the episcopal mind.

Mixing tales of murder with stories about life in
the rectory, Williom X. Kienzle has turned out
seven books built around his detective-priost Fa-

in a chalr during speclal services, The
master of ceremonles announced “The
bishop rises.” The bishop didn't move,
Thinking the bishop was a little hard of
hearing, the man sald a louder, “The
bishop rises.”

In a terse voice, bishop replled, “The
bishop’s tled to the chair.”

"Anyone else would have untangled
the robe. But I guess some assume that
what's done I3 done.”

Further along in the ceremony, an
asslstant was (o place the bishop’s

.mitre on his head.

“You've seen them,” Kienzle told his
audience. “They look like this,"” he said
arching hls two arms over his head un-
tll hls fingertlps met. “That too Is gone,
now. You don't see them much except
on certaln playing cards,”

RIGHT ON schedule, the mitre was
placed on the blshop’s head. But there

was one small hiteh, The blshop was
standing before the congregation with
hls headgear on backwards.

“You have to reallze that In the back
of the mitre are two long taila of rib-
bons. They were falllng over the bish-
op's face. The master of ceremonles re-
alized that the hat was on backwards
and moved to correct the sltuatlon. But
as he approached, the bishop sald In a
volce that all could here. ‘Dan't touch
It. I want everyone to see what a fool
you are.’ Il's an example of the eplsco-
pate mind that (the bishop) thought that
everyone would belleve that (the mas-
ter of ceremonles) was a fool while he
was the one standlng there wlith these
two ribbons over his face.”

Kienzle left the priesthood in June
1974. He was an assistant pastor at
three Detroit parishes and the pastor of
one. He also edited "The Michigan
Catholte.” After leaving the priesthood,
he became edltor of the “Minncapolls
Magazine,”

ther Koesler. He told a town hall audience this
month that he intended to keep Detroil os the
setling ol his hooks.

ther’ I was walking through the mall in
Minneapolts. I had just reached the
very apot where Mary Tyler Moore
throws her hat up into the alr when I
heard somcone say ‘Father.' T tucned
around, and it was a woman speaking
to her husband.”

He doesn't regret hls decision to
leave the priesthood. "I'm glad I don't
have to fight the altar-glr] battle,” he
sald, referring to a controversy in the
church over allowing girls to assist
during Mass, According to church Jaw,
only males can fulfll] those dutles, “If &
lttle gir! came up to me and asked if
she could be an altar glrl, I'd say, surc.
But then someone would say It's
against the law. It's llke belng seasick
and having lockjaw at the same time.”

ONE OQF the changes in the Catholic
Church which occurred as a result of
Vatlcan I1 In the 1960s, was that sud-
denly Latln was deposed from its role
a3 the primary liturglcal langunge. Ser-
vices began to be conducted in English,
It took some adjustment on the part of
both the pricst and the congregation.
During the transitlon period, the Latin
spaken by the priest as he handed out
Communion to members of the congre-
gatlon was shortencd to “Carpus Chris-
" (“The body of Christ.”) Reclplents
were required to answer Amen. Shorly
after the new system began, Kienzle,
still a priest, gave Communion to a
woman parishloner.
he sald, The response exas.”

Mistakes and muffled phrases on the
part of the pricst became more obvious
In English,

While saylng Mass one morning for a
convent, he came to a part of the ser.
vices which doesn’t change and can be
recited by rote, His mind wandered,
turning to the task of selecting from
three optional phrases in the next pray-
er. But, he discovered, there Is some
danger In the practice which became
evident when he sald aloud to the nuns
gathered in the chapel, "LIft up your
feet.”

“I had meant 1o say, “LIft up your
hearts, but T had chosen the line which
sald feast In my head and what came
out of my mouth was ilft up your fect.
H they weren't listening closely, the
nuns would have answered, "“We have
fted them up to the Lord.” But It turns
out they were llstening, and I heard atl
this laughter. Ruined the rest of it. Dur-
Ing the rest of the Mass I'd hear some-
one chuckle to themselves,

One of the changes in the church that
Klenzle disagrees with is the discard-
Ing of much of the traditicnal music.
The best Ls now borrowed. * ‘A Mighty
Fortress Is Our God’ used to be on the
hate list. Now [t's on the hit list,” he
sald. Some of the original hymns uscd
don't fare as well, "I used to review
music, I can write muslc a little, And if
I came upen a lyrle line that 1 could
lmagine composing, then I knew that
musle wasn't good. ™"
