Like that game at Tiger Stadium last week when
Dalton Jones of the Tigers hit a grand-slam homer,
yet wound up with only a single...and in that same
game the umpires cleared the Boston dugout and told
all the extra players to go to the clubhouse and wait
there, just in case they might be needed.

Who says baseball is dull?
-It’s the game most of us understand the best.

It's a simple game, really.

Throw the ball...try and bat it...throw it...run

around the bases.

There aren’t too many complications in the way
of rules to baffle the fans. At least the confusing
rules don’t come very often, so the player and the
fan isn’t left in the dark on what has transpired.

' THE 'BUSINESS of a runner passing another on
the:bases is a rare occurrence indeed. I don't re-
member ever having encountered it either at Tiger
Stadium or in the hundreds of games I've umpired.

; The ratural question that came up after the
umps allowed only three runs to score on the play is
what would have happened had there been two out
when Jones committed his *boner” and thus became

the third out.

" A couple of hours after the game was over, we

ran’ into

the two men who knmew the answer

best....Johnny Rice and Larry Napp, the senior um-
pires that evening at Tiger Stadium.
Somebody asked Rice, who had worked the
plate, what he’d have ruled had there been two out.
He raised his hand and denoted a zero. No runs
because the Tiger who was on third when the play
had started hadn't reached home when the Jones in-

cident took place.

This is one of those “time” plays, where the
ump must be on the alert to ascertain whether the
runner hits the plate before a teammate is tagged out

for the third out.

Of course, you must remember, that when the
third out results from the failure of the batter-runner
to reach first safely, NO runs can score.

But Jones had reached first, so there was a dif-

" ferent situation in effect. Besides there weren't two
outs when he hit the ball.
P

THERE WE GO again, drifting off to baseball
rules. We always seem to get there, at least when a

strange play pops up.

But, that’s baseball for you. Excitement and
sometimes intrigue and when'a team like the home
team starts to move and win, well, they quickly be-
come the talk of the community.
