Calasantia said, *'the blade of
the knife stopped one-quarter
inch from the patient’s spinal
cord.”

According to Sister Calasan-
tia, if the knife -had been
plunged that tiny fraction
more into Mrs. Stanley’s back,
the blade possibly would have
severed her spinal cord and
left her paralyzed.”

In describing the emergency
operation, Sister Calasantia

recounfed how the “doctors
moved ‘in’ very slowly" in the
surgical procedure aimed at
removing the knife blade
which was lodged in Mrs. Stan-
les’s back.

“THEY WERE very happy
to discover the blade had
stopped just short of the pa-

tient's spinal column,” said.

Sister Calasantia
“*Fortunately™, the sister
said, “‘the blade penetrated

non-vital sections’ of the
body.”

Dr. Richard Budd. superin-
tendent of the Northville hospi-
tal. said the stabbing incident
happened at about 11 am.
while Mrs. Sta
dining area supe:

“'She was engaged in sending
an employe home in a matter
over a work dispute.” said Dr.
Budd.

According to Dr. Budd, when

Mrs. Stanley turned away o
leave. Mrs. Weatherspoon al-
legedly stabbed her in the
back.
«Mrs.. Weatherspoon appar-
ently fled during the resulting
confusion.
DR. BUDD said the hospital
is conducting its own investi-
gation into the stabbing inci-
dent.
Detective Francis Prysby,

of the Redford Post of the
Michigan State Police, is in
charge of the investigation.
