A sample of lunar rock will

on display at the Detroit
Historical Museum. Woodward
at Kirby, to Sept. 19,

Collected near Tranquility
Base. by Astronaut Neil Arm-
strong. the sample is part of
the lunar material returned to
carth by the historic Apollo 11
Crew. Armstrong. Edwin Ald-
rin and Michael Collins.

The display is illuminated
and the lunar rock rests on a
revolving disc so it can be
viewed from all angles. In-
cluded in the NASA traveling
exhibit are enlarged photo-
graphs relating to the Eagle’s
July 20. 1989, landing on the
lunar surface. and on the min-
eralogs of lunar rock.

The museum is open from 9
am. to B p.m. Tuesday
through Sunday. Fach Tues-
day, at 2 p.m.. a staff member
conducts a general tour.
