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More Tlckets Mean Fewer Accidents -- Mies

EDITOR: .

Mr. Hanks' letter to the edi-
tor in the July 29 issue was
quite a surprise to me. First of
all, 1 have never advocated a
traffic ticket “quota” system
and my recollection of the ar-
ticle in question does not indi-
cate any propoesal for a quota
system.

The question was asked of
e concerning the reason why
the accident volume was still
way above last year. 1 indi-
cated that I felt the enforce-
meat level was not high
enough.

In recent months, probably
since around the first of the
year. the police department
was issuing omly 600 to 700
tickets per month as compared
to approximately 1,000 per
month previously. This is
probably where Mr. Hanks
gets the idea of a 100D ticket

“gquota.” [ was simply citing
figures.

Statistics dramatically indi:
cate that accident volumes
bear a direct proportion or ¥a:
tio to enforcement. As the
number of tickets increases,
usually the number of acei-
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dents decreases. It is my opin-
ion that in order to reduce the
“‘carnage on our roads,” it is
pecessary that we get more
policemen on the road doing

_nothing but traffic enforce-

ment;

It seems that in reality Mr.
Hanks is not in disagreement.
He says: "'Until the judges and
local police crack down on the
accident-prone (oddly.  not
necessarily  ticket-prone}
driver -- that is the tail-gater,
the inattentive driver who
pokes along hogging the pass-
ing tane, cuts in front of other
motorists, fails to understand
what turn signals are for. fails
to yield the right of way and
who follows the view to his left
or right rather than what’s in
front of him {and causes a dis:
proportionate amount of acci-
dents in the process) - until
they mount a campaign
against these people, Livonia
and other cities like it can look
forward to increased deaths
and injury which these motor-
ists cause.” | .
~What I have been advocat-
ing is just exactly that, mount-
ing a campaign ‘that would
ticket the kind of drivers Mr.
Hanks describes. In addition,
of course, the speeder - and
anyone who commits any of
the several traffic violations
that are our major causes of
accidents — would also be a
target of that campaign By
enforcement we mean issuing
traffic citations—but certainly
not on 2 "quota’ basis.
