Dr. Leighton L. Lelghty,
assistant professor of resource
development, says that
sclent!sts are far ahead of the
law in flnding answers to en-
vironmental problems.

““Some of the legal remedles
{or thinsort of thing date back to
Willlam the Conquerer,” he
said.

Dr. Lelghty declared that
Michigan's new environmental
protectlon law, ls a step for-
ward, The law, Publlc Act 127 of
the Publlc Acts of 1970, allows
cltizens to sue those polluting
the environment In Michigan.

"“Prevlously, to sue someone
who was polluting & stream, you

had to show In court that you
had personally suffered
pecuniary damages [rom the
pollution of that stream,'” said
Dr. Lelghty. “Now anyone can
sue the polluter.’”

But while he called
Michigan’s new environmental
act “'good leglslation for the
present,” Dr. Leighty said,
“thls law only shlits the burden
of decislon from the Legislature
to the courts.”
