A Farmington Hills man shot and

Thomas Lowrey, a 58-year-old
chiropractor, had left the courtroom of
Qakland County Circult Judge Hilda
Gage, who had convicted him after a
non-jury irlal on the child cruelty
charge.

partment.

“He did not accept that rullng of belng
found guilty, that's what he sald to
Judge Hilda Gage. I'm surc he was
highly agitated when he came out of
the ecourt,

“He and his wife walked out to thelr
yehicle.,” Lowrey's wlfe got into the
car; he then reportedy removed a gun
from the car's trunk, put it to his mouth
and shot himsel{ In the head.

Lowrcy was dead at the scene,
Dennls said.

‘The child cruelty charge wos the re-
sult of an Oct. 1B incldent Involylng
Lowrey's i5-year-old daughter, said Of-
ticer Sandie Rochford of the Farming-
ton Hllls Pollce Department.

“She alleged that she was struck sev-
eral times with a belt by the fatber,”
Rochford said, Lowrey faced a maxi-
mum prison senteace of four years.

Following his convictlon, Lowrey
was released on a $1,000 personal re-

cognlzance hond, to awalt sentencing
June 24.

“1 left right after the verdlct was
handed down,” Rochford sald. “I left
g\: If‘ullrling and came back to the sta-

on.

Followlng Lowrey's conviction, an
altercation oceurred which Involved his
wife, Donna, and the asalstant proseeu-
tor, Thomas Vincent.

“It was a verbal altercation,” Roch-
ford sald, “She walked up to him, and
had her face right up against hls.”” The
woman then reportedly told the assist-
ant prosecutor “I hate you, you son of a
b————, You're going to rot in hell.”

The 15-year-old girl has been placed
in the Oakland County Chlldren’s Vil-
lage, Rochford said.
