In open, sunny areas fine
fescues should probably have
some Kentucky bluegrass in-
cluded, which fills-in a bit more
quickly by rhizomes. But-even
in damp locations, and where
the lawn will be clipped close,
fine fescusues have a place in
mixtures with bentgrasses such
as Highland, for they sprout
quickly and make a nice cover
until the dominating grass
becomes established.
