This Room Can ‘Grow Up’
As Your Daughter Gets Older

There’s a world of difference
today between the life of a ten-
vear-old and that of a "with-
it sixteen-year-old swinger:
and the parent who plans
ahead to bridge the decorating
gap can keep daughter happier
during those all 100 tew years
she’s still at home.

“Grow-along™ decorating is
a new concept from Kroehler.
leading furniture maker. and
from Masonite Corporation.
wall-paneling producer. To
dramatize he staying power
of today’s furniture and wall
panels. the companies invited
interior designer Sally Wynn,
a professional designer. to
create a room in which all of
the furniture and wall paneling
would remain the same
throughout at least five active
vears: vet would visually
grow up and become more
sophisticated

Her first consideration was
practicality. Recognizing that
vears of sticky fingers. spills
and rough and tumble fights
could take their toll. she chose
wood furniture protected with
a special finish which acts like
invisible armour and included
easy chairs with cleanable
fabrics made of soft olefin fi-
ber. She chose easy-to-install
colorful wall paneling which
has the effect of age-painted
wood. but really has the space-
age properties of durability
dent-resistancy and little up-
keep. as the paneling can be
cleaned with 2 damp cloth

As the young lady moves
from dolls to dating. she begins
to use the room more for
study than play. and her
evolving life style can be re-
flected at every step of the
way with misimum additional
expense

For her “grow-along™ room.
Sally Wynn began with a beau-
tiful background of blue which
can be sweet and simple at 10
and swingy and sassy at 16

How do vou get a 13" by 20°
family room. an extra bed-
room and bath. a music al-
cove. a walk-through foyer.
and two new closets while add-
ing only a five-foot dormer to
your present home”

Answer: you remodel the
garage.

An attached. two-car garage
has about 400 square feel of
useable space. It 2lso has a
roof. & floor, and window and
door apenings. Heating sys-
tems and water pipes can be
extended o it from the house

Open walls and ceilings at-
low easy installation of elec-
tric wiring. Add up these as-
sets. and the average garage
becomes a natural hame addi-
tinn.

Realizing this. one family
got a substantizl amount of
new living space by remodel-
ing the parage Here's how
1hey did it

® The garage was divided
into thirds. The third adjacent
to the house hecame a wide.
walk-through fover leading
from a new front entrance to a
new rear (errace. The remain-
ing two-thirds became a spa-
cious family room

® New spuce was created by
expanding the attic area above
the garage with a five-foot
high. th-ee-window dormer
Thi~ became the master bed-
room and bath

® The original house en-
trance was replaced with a
windnw. and the originat fover

turned into a stereo alcove.
There was ennugh ronm for
two new hall closets

So that the remodeled pa-
rage would not look like a
tacked-on additon. care was
taken to blend exterior fe

tures with the house decor.
Door and window selection was
of prime importance.

The new front entrance is an
authentically-styled  *‘Cross-
and-Bible” wood panel door
with sidelights. i

Foyer access 1o the terrace
is a wood panel door with glass
lights. Traditional double-hung
windows with multi-panes are
accented by wood louver,shut-
ters.

All were chosen to reflect
the Culoniql theme of the par-
ticular house, and all are stock
units of ponderosa pine ob-
tained at a local lumber yard.

in the new family room, a
Colonial style bay window
repeats 2 triple-window treat-
ment in the main house. The
room is visually — and liter-
ally — opened to the outdoors
through a sliding glass patio
door that leads to the back-
vard terrace.

New siding — stained to
match the old — and new land-
scaping completed the remod-
eling and removed all trace of
the old garage.

As a visual bonus, remodel-
ing gave the extended house
Ionger. lower. more gracious
architectural lines.

The result 1s a tlexible play,
study and sleep area which.
allows a 10-year-old to live-it-
up fashionably with no Kick-
back from mama. Best of all,
these major elements can ad-
just to a growing girls's
emerging personality.

Once the modest investment
in permanent paneling is
made. (which for the “'Grow-
Along" room, measuring 12' x
15" would be about $100), Sally
Wynn then turned to the selec-
tion of furniture which would
meet a young lady’s growing
needs. She chose a triple dress-
er. desk-table, and plenty of
bookshelves and mirrors. For
her age-spanning room. Saily
Wynn selected & bunk bed,
fater to be converted to twin
beds; and three decks of opens
book shelves to hold collections
of toys first: Girl Scouts crafts
and books later, and more so-
phisticated objects still later.

A few years seem short. but
they make a lot of difference
in a young girl's life and inter-
est. She switches from simple
games and puzzles to playing
the guitar Lo stereo tapes. and
haunting ski resorts.
