Kennedy satd the gathering was In-
tended as o rededication to humani-
tarlan causes for which Eleanor Roo-
sevelt and Kelley and others bave
stood,

“More than ever in these uncertaln
times, Amerlca and Iargel bear wite
ness together for the shared {deals
and the best hopes of all the world,”
he satd.

“Most of all, we are honoring one of
the greatest dreams of all, the dream
of a Jewlsh homeland in the anclent
tand of Isracl. But all too often in
these froubled days, the reality of ter-
rorism, conflict and oppression cast
their shadow across that dream, and
on our common prayer for *peace on
carth',*

Stating his appraval of America's
overt answer to terrorism with deeds
last month In the case of the cruise
ship hijacking, he said: “America fi-
nally answered the terrorists as Isra-
el always has, with deeds, not words.”

“AS EVERYONE knows, I bave
had my dlsagreements on many is-
sues with President Resgan. But on
this issue, all Americans agree with
hls brave decislon to do what it takes
to arrest, punish the international
criminals of the PLO."

“The PLO terrorists are not free-
dom fighters; they are pirates, They
are cold-blooded cowards who
slaughtered an old man, crippled and
in & wheel chalr — and the blood of
Leon Klinghoffer cries out to the
heavens for justice.”

Kennedy labeled Yasslr Arafat, -
PLO leader, "an agent agd apologlst
for murder, deceit, and hate-filled ex-
tremism.” .

“Many of us have worked together
to lift the burden of discrimination
and separation for dlvided familles,”
he contlnued. “We have been able to
reunite some Soviet famllies secking
freedom. But the little we have been
able to achieve proclalms how much
we have left to do.”

Kennedy told about the hours he
spent with Soviet dissldents Sakharoy
and Shcharansky [n 1974-75."Never
have I met braver nor more commit-
ted men and women.”

*“I pledge myself again to the moral
obligation to work on behalf of the
suffering Soviet Jews who 80 desper-
ately nced our help. Let this be one
milsslon of humanity, where we shaijl
never give up and never give In.
