Bond Tells How Blacks
Can Escape Colonialism

Handsome and unsmiling,
cultured and undramalic,
Julian Bond sent a crowd of
between 400 and 500 students,
faculty, businessmen and hou-
sewives away from his lecture
Thursday with ruch to think
.about the black.revelution.
Bond. a member of the
Georgia House of Representa-
tives,.was opening speaker in
a lecture series sponsored by
the Cuitural Affairs Committee
of Schooleraft College.
. The representative directed
“his remarks not so much to his

“what blacks themselves can do
to escape the bonds of *“coloni-
“alism.” Speaking more in the
style of a college professor
than a “politician, he warned
whites that the final answer
may be violent revolution, but
