Chenukah, the Jewish Festival of
Lighls, commemorates flrst
struggle in recorded history for re-
lgious freedom and it 3

It marks tho ck and reded]-
cation of the Holy -Templo In
Jerusalem by Judah Maccabee In
165 BCE after hia guerilla victory
over the forces of Syrlan emperor
Antfochus.

The tyrannical king had.defiled
the Temple's sanctuary, including Its
seven-branched, solid-gold menorah,
or candelabra.

Antlochuy, not only ordered the
Jews to renounce thelr falth, cus-
toms and Sabbath, but renamed the
Temple “Zeus Olymplus” and had
Greek [dols placed inside. He be-
came & champlon of hellepization,
then at Its peak. °

“THE FESTIVAL reminds Jews
that by flghting Antlochus’ tyranny,
the Maccabees maintatned the {den-
tity and religious freedom of the
Jewish people,” according to the
Jewish Community Council. .

Light, which burns above the Ark of
the Covenant, for one day, a miracle
bappened. It burned for elght days,
the amount of time needed o pre-
pare new ofl to bur In the Temple.

Slnco the Maccabean victory,
brightly colored candles have been
1t In Jewizh homes in all parts of the
world to commemorate the relight-
ing of the Eternal Light. A nine-
branch menorak ls used in celebra-
tion of the miracle that lasted eight
days. The ninth, or master candle, Is
used to Hght the othera.

BECAUSE THEY represent a
thanksgiving to be shared with oth.
ers, menorahs often are placed on
windowsllls in Jewizh homes. One
candle Is Lt the first night, two the
second, and 0 on, until eight are kin-
dled the last night.

Glits often are exchanged at can-
dle-lighting. Crisp potato pancakes,
called latkes, are part of the hollday
meal. And singing and dancing often
complement tha celebration.

It's customary to play with &
small top — a dreldel — Inseribed
with Hebrew letters that stand for
words that mean, “A great miracle
happened there.””

Special prayers of praise and
thanksgiving hymns are reclted at
each candle-lighting.

WHETHER THE arms_actually
were abgular was not proven unth
recent archeological excavatlons
that uncovered {ombstones that
showed menorahs from the time of
the Temple, “And those menorahs
bad angular arms,” Bergsteln sald.

Explalning why he commissloned
the angular menorah, Bergsteln sajd:
“We wantced to make it known the
traditional menorah s dlfferent than
what it was thought to be for 1,900
years. People who are scholars prob-
ably know this already. But we
wanted to publicize this to others.”

Congregation Bals Chabad’s 6-
foot-high menoral was crafted by
RIk Romano of Warren. Sid Feld-
man of Ferndale wired it. Its propar-
tions are aimilar to the one desecrat-
ed in the Temple,
