Redstone is  celebrating 50
years as an architect. He is a man
worth celebrating.

More than 700 people did just
that last Fridaynight at a recep-
tion at Louis G. Redstone's Asso-
clates handsome and modern
Livonla office.

REDSTONE WAS BORN in
Grodno, Poland. He came to
America in 1923 and graduated
from the University of Michigan
architecture school in 1929, the
year the stock market crashed.
He worked for a year for archi-
tect Albert Kahn's firm in De:
trolt.

In 1934 he went to Palestine
and opened an office in Tel Aviv.

He knew many Amerlcan archi-
tects who were forced to leave
thelr profession during the de-
pression. Redstone says he was
lucky to keep worklng.

“T felt if you Inlcrrupl your ca-
reer, you really lose it,” he said.

In Palestine he built settle-
ments, doing everything from de-
signing to cutting stone and dlg-
ging ditches. He helped build the
Palestine Pavllion for the 1937
World's Fair in Paris.

He returned to Detroit that
year to continue his career. By
then he had learned al! facets of
the building and design business.

He tells a story: Once when
checking the construetion of a
bullding he designed in Highland
Park, he spotted a bricklayer
doing slappy work on an archway.
‘The man challenged Redstone to
do better, Redstone climbed the
sciwl(old and set the bricks prop-
erly,

The worker could not believe
an architect could lay brlcks,
Redstone sald.

“He was so mad, he took off his
overalls and stormed off to a bar
to get drunk.”

BUT ART HAS been his passion
through the years. He has spread
art liberally through hls designs
from schools to shopping malls.
“As far as buildings were con-
cerned, 1 was always In touch
with artists,” he sald.

In 1927, he met sculptor Samu-
e} Cashwan at the Detroit School
for Arts and Cralts, predecessor
of Center for Creative Studies.
Cashwan offered Redstone space
in his studio and helped him with
his sculpting. The two have been
{riends for 60 years now.

Cashwan sculptures were done
for Redstone's buildings.
