In 1960, the county’s registe
ered voters npumbered 356,
350--a fairly respectable 86
per cent af those old enough
to vote.

BUT THERE'S been adecline

ever since.

In 1962, 80 per cent of the
county’s’ adults were register-
ed. By 1964,the figure had drop=
ped to 78" per cent and by
1986, to 71 per cent, Today,
only 68 per cent of the county’s
potential voters are registered.

The actual number of Teg=
istered voters has remained
about the same--356,3501n 1960
and 356,600 today. Yet the coun=
ty's population has jumped trom
690,000 to an estimated 865,~
000 with a corresponding in-
crease in the number af persons
21 years of age and older.

The disappolnting voter per=
formance of Oakland County
citizens was {llustrated recent-
1y by the low turnout for the
Aug. 6 primary.

Googaslan said that only 96,~
000 persons actually botberedto
cast their ballots. That flgure
represents 28 per cent of the
registered voters, and a mere
19 per cent of those old enough
to vote,

“We think registration and
“voting fall far short of what is
expected froma populous, high-
1y Uterate and affluent area
Uke Oakland County,’” Googa-
sian sald,

HE SAID his organizationhas
launched a county-wide drive
to register 100,000 voters by
Michigan’s Oct 4 registration
deadline,
