‘What makes his bill nccessary, he
said, s that Attorney General Frank
Kelley found a Jegal defect in the
title of ke original law that allows
the state Lo continue enforcing the
law beyend the cnd-of-1987 sunset
date.

OPPONENTS FEAR the federal
government will use the 1972 Clean
Alr Act to stap Industrlal building in
southeastern Michlgan If the state
doesn't act to control taltpipe emis-

slons.

The law applles only to Wayne,
Oakland and Macamb countles. It re-
quires motorists there to have $10
tests at certlfied stations to show
their vehicles aren't emitting too
many pollutants.

“I'felt from the beglnning that to
control emisslons was a pitlance,
compared to catalytle converters
and unteaded gasoline,” said Nichols,

who was clected to the Legislature

Nichols satd that If the federal
embargo is applled, Michlgan will
have until next August to rencw the
emlsslons test law.

Voling to send his SB 420 to the
Senate {loor were Republicans Rich-
ard Fessler of West Bloomfield and
Dan DeGrow of Port Huron. Opposed
were Democrats John Kelly of De-
troit and Jerome Hart of Saginaw.

BUT LARRY Tokarski, spokes-
man for Gov. Jame Blanchard's
Commerce Depariment, said, “The
economic climate will be adversely
affeeted. This could be devastating.”

Tokarski said the U.S. Enaviron.
menta) Protection Agency could put
an embargo on $1.75 billion in high-
way construction alone if southeast-
ern Michigan pallutes the air. Seme
9,000 jobs could be affected, he sald.

John Amberger, executlve direc-
tor of the Southeast Michigan Coun-
cil of Governments, sald local gov-
crnments’ No. 1 concern s prevent-
ing cconomlc sanctions by the
federal government.

DICK ALLEN, former Republican
state senator and now Blanchard's
state business embudsman, opposed
the bill, saylng its passage “would
cause business to be concerned.™

Dennis Neuner, representing the
Secrelary of Staie’s offlee, opposed
the bill, citing the investments ga-
rages and repatr shops have made in
testing cquipment.

Dick Auvgenstein, representing the
Michigan Manufacturers Associa-
tion, said business is “terrorized by
the Infamous EPA." and asked con-
tinuation of the test law.

Spokesmen for General Motors

and Ford Motor Co. indicated on
cards the two auto makers opposed
the Nichels bill but declined 10
speak.
