Appeals court backs Bush
Upholds rulings that state GOP ignored law

AP — The day before last week’s
Republican county conventions, the
Michlgan Court of Appeals affirmed
a pair of lower court decisions favor
able to George Bush's presidential
hopes in Michigan, Meanwhile, a fed-
eral judge has revived a separate
challenge filed by Pat Robertson and
Jack Kemp supporters.

Some 10,000 Republicans gathered
around the state Thursday to pick
1,805 delegates to the Jan. 28-30
stale convention, where 77 national
delegates wltl be selected more than
a week before the Towa caucuses.

In a one-page opinion relensed
Wednesday, the three-judge state ap-
pellate panel rejected the party's ap-
peal of the court declsions won by
Bush supporters, saying it saw noth-
ing to support a reversal.

ON TUESDAY, a federal judge in
Detrolt dismlssed a constltutional

challenge of state law flled by five
Robertson and Kemp backers., But
on Wednesday, U.S, District Judge
George Woods backtracked, saying
that action had been based on incom-
plete informalion,

“The case is live,” sald attorney
James Schoener, who filed the sult
that contends Michigan law uncon-
stitutlonally interferes with the in-
ternal workings of the 3

Schoener sald the judge kad mis-
takenly believed the atate and feder-
al sults addressed the same issues
and had the same sets of plainti{fs
and defendants. Since the two sults
aren't identical, Woods asked oppos-
ing attorney David McKeague to got
him coples of ail state court docu.
ments on file.

Woods notified Schoener and
McKeague of his actlon in a confer-
ence call shortly before 5 pm. He

did not Indlente when he would lssue
a new ruling, Schoener sald. .

KERRY MOODY, deputy nationa)
press secretary for the Robertson
campalgn, sald members of the Rob-
erison-Kemp coalition believe the
courts ultlmately will agree the par-
ty should have the final say on how 1
conducts Its conventions.

‘The vire president's supporters
contend national Hopublican Party
rules require state partiea to follow
statelaw.

Moody said the conservative coall-
tion members “have no option but to
operate under the rules of the party”
and hold separate meetings.

John Long, director of Bush's
Michigan campalgn, said that
Michigan falls to follow the law, the
entire delegation could be barred
from attending the Aug. 15-13 na-

tional conventlon in New Orleans.

Leag sald the Bush campaign
advised its supporters to leave con-
ventions that violate state Jaw and
hold their own gatherings If neces-
sary. That's what happened in the
18th Congreasional District of Oak-
tand County.

Robertson, a former (television

Stale court judges overturned
those changes, ruling they violated
state law.

al Reglster. Federal Registers are
available at most local libraries,

2. Ta get information or written
malterials published by the EPA, a
citizen can write to the reglonal of!-
ice asking for specific titles or top-
k

es.
