Day 17, Monday, Feb. 6 — ¢ a.m.
tuggage collectlon, 11 a.m. depart to
the airport. We are golng to Berlin,
Tenlght Is an lmportant concert In-
deed. Berlin ks the home of one of the
truly great orchestras and one of the
{inest modern-designed halls.

The travel isn't easy, When we ar-
rive at 1 p.m. there are three buses
to take us to the hotel. We chose the
third, the one that won't start. After
calling individual eabs we finally are
on our way. After a bricl nap we are
on our way to the hall for a short
rehearsal.

The orchestra rises to the occasion
and plays Its heart qut and the audi-
ence s very receptive, After the con-
cert Eugene Wade, principat hornlst
of Blrmlngham, Is greeted by Fergus
McWiliam, who was a member of
our orchestra when we played here
1in 1979. Fergus ls now a hornlst with
the Berlin Philharmonic and invites
everyone over for a most pleasur-
able visit.

Upon return to the hotel I am
greatly templed by the minibar.
Thesc are little refrigerators in cach
room stocked wlith becr, llquor, pop,
Juice and nuts. On the '78 tour some
muslcians mistakenly thought these
items were complimentary and pald
dearly for their misconception, The
*“old-timers” had already warned
“newcomers” on the flight over, so
no dlsasters (such as the $340 tab run
up by ene muslclan in Paris on the
last tour) have occurred.

Nevertheless these lttle tempters
get you sooner or later. I broke down
late at night in Vienna and ralded
my minibar for the smallest Pepsi
Cola I have ever scen In my life, It
cost me $4.50, Ray Turner, trombon-
ist, and John Thurmond also dropped

The hall here is new and slightly
resembles the hall In Berlln with
floating balconlcs at numerous an-
gles. The orchestra Is onr a terror
now and nothing seems o stop flne
concerts from happening. The Span-
ish crowd is very demonstrative and
gets lots of encores, something
‘which has become standard fo us
now, we give it no thought.

Tour winds down

Day 20, Thursday, Feb. 9 — We
arc up at the usual early bour as we
are windlng our Euratour to a close.
Today our destination is Parls.
There are only two eoncerts to go.

Susan and I declde to eat out of the
hotel and encounter our llbrarian,
