,“While the secretary of state re-
qulm the purchaser to guaranteo
JMiat the information wlill be used
Jlrictly for legal and commercial
plrpeses, thut includes far too many
possibilities that the general public
i lbds abjectlonable.”

BEFORE A list is sold by the sec-
nﬁmry of state, the buyer must post
at 1 $10,000 mtety bond and slgn an
‘hgrecment that the information will
bé used for legal and commercial

;purposes, The buyer can request the
ama and addresses of broad cate-

gories of drivers or vehicle owners
based en informatlon maintalned by
the secretary of state, such as age,
place of residence or type of vehicle
owned.

While buyers are charged for the
list, with those revenues going to the
state’s general fund, the procceds
amounted to less than $350,000 in
1987,

‘The only exceptions allowed under
the Faxon proposal would be the sale
of Information to manufacturers
who must notify vehicle owners of a
vehicle defect or recall, and, the sale
of information for research or statls-
tical purposes. Under those elrcum-
stances, the identity of the indlvidu-

named in the list would be pro-
tected and not ascertainable from
the rescarch of statistics gathered.

“The secretary of state has been
criticized for selllng lists which the
law allows,” Faxon sald. “Since the
department does not support the sale
of information for commerclal pur-
poses and because the general public
is outraged over the apparent inva-
slon of privacy, it is time to change
the law.”
