This material, comlex and subtle
in nature, would present a challenge

llzards, the play examines the con-
flicting human desires for stimula-
tion (adventure, learning, llfe) and
comfort {rest, refiection, death).

Actlon takes place on a deserted
beach where Nascy (Emily J.
McSweeney) and Charlie (Robert P.
Shaw) bave just finlshed a satiafying
picnic Junch. Nancy 18 busy painting
a scascape while Charlie naps, These
activities perfectly expreas thelr re-
spectlve characters, Charlle, recent-
1y retired, simply wishes to rest and
relax afler 30 years of marriage and
career.

As Charlie, Shaw effectively por-
frays a tired man who has spent a
lifetlme struggling to succeed and
who sces retirement as a chance to
escape. Although he is convincing,
Shaw's performance becomes lrri
tating duc to a whiney delivery
which is used constantly, whether
appropriate to the dialogue or not.

MCSWEENEY PLAYS Nancyasa
robust older woman who sees retire-
ment as a chance to start life anew.
The character’s gusto Is evident in
McSweeney’s portrayal, but the
quality of dlalogue suffers because
