“1 don't like it," said Sacdy Frac-
chla, flanked by other family mer-
bers and her daughter's formier
classmates at a pretrial hearing for
Anthony Bagelli, who could face life
in prison if convicted of murder.

"l was hoping this would *have
been over and done with by this
time,” Fracchia said, the same day
Oakland County Circuit Court Judge
Alice Gilbert set Boeelli's trial fer
the week of March 5.

“We just want this Lo be over, and
we want him (Bonelli) to get what he
has coming to hlm,”" said Ann Tom-
meleln, a senior at Mercy High
School In Farmlngton.

Fracchia’s friends sald that, even
though the case is nine months old, it
still draws a lot of attentlon among
those who knew Fracchla, a former
glee club member.
