The last two runnlngs of the Mich-
Igan Mille provided no drama and no
surprises. The two favorites
(Waquoit in 1987, Lost Code In '88)
won in a walk,

Maybe that's why Saturday’s race
at Ladbroke DRC was 30 disappolnt-
ingly attended — 10,008, the lowest
figure  since the inavgural Mile, in
1949 at the Detroit Falr Grolnds.

Too- bad, thoroughbred fans. You
missed a heckuva race, a_final
stretch dash to the finlsh in which
heavlly favored Proper Reallty —

surprise! — was outlegged by 49-to-1
shot Present Value.

The winning time was 1:49 aod
one-fifth, the [astest since
Thumbsuckcrl 1:40.2 in 83, Present

Value paid u whopplug $166.50 for a
12 win ticket. M} Selecto was a dis-
tant third behind Proper Reallty.

THE RACE was decided before
the quarter-mile pole. Present Val-
ue, starting in the No. 8 slot in the
nine-horse fleld, broke from the gate
quickly = was running second af-
ter a quarter-mite. Proper Reality,
coming out of the No. 3 gate, got 2
bad start but moved Into contention
by the first turn.

The difference was Present Value
was running easy and clear on the
outslde, just behind pacesetter

Sasscat; Proper Reality was boxed
In by Baltic Fox and Congeleur and
had to fight hls way through.

“My horse was running real com-
fortable,” sald winnlng jockey Frank
Ollvares. “There was no pressure at
all. It was a perfect spot to be in. I
just waited for horses to come up to

him.
“He was very relaxed and very
comfortable. That is his style.”

As the horses turned toward the
clubhouse, the duc! began. Present
Value and Proper Reallty separated
from the rest of the fleld and raced
side-by-slde toward the flnish line.
But Proper Reallty, the 2-t0-5 bett.
ing favorite and winner of nine of its
15 previous races, never caught
Present Value.

“I saw a harse come up on the In-
side,” Ollvares sald. “I didn't know it
was Proper Reality, but I knew I
could eutrun whoever it was.”

PRESENT VALUE did just that,
bath taking advantage of his own
strength while exploiting the only
weakness associated with Proper
Reallty, A relatlvely small horse,
Proper Reality's abllity to hold up
over & mile-and-an-clghth was ques-
tlonable.
