1 can frozen eream of shrimp
soup
1 can cream of potato soup,
frozen or regular
1 can cream style corn
1 caf milk
few'drops Tabasco

Heat all together until bub-
bly. stirring frequently.
Serves four.

SHRIMP NOODLE
CASSEROLE

1 can cream of mushroom
soup
1 40z. can of mushrooms
2 T. sherry
'z 1b. cleaned shrimp, raw
!+ ¢.’chopped pecans
1 ¢. chopped onions
!z ¢. chopped celery
'z ¢, sliced water chestnuts
'z t. Worcester sauce
2 T. melted butter or margar-
ine
2 c. chow mein noodles

Combine all ingredients
except one quarter cup of the
noodtes. Place in a buttered
baking dish. Top with the
remaining noodles and bake
in a 350-degree oven for 30
minutes. This amount will
serve four or five. Olga says
it's a good party dish and
you can increase the ingredi-
ents accordingly.

SHRIMP-CRAB YALUE
CASSEROLE $65.15

1 can cream of shrimp soup
Y1 ¢. heavy cream

" 2T. sherry
1 c. fresh mushrooms
2't. parsley
2 T. butter
11b. crab meat

Slice mushrooms and saute

in the butter with the par-
sley. Combine with other
ingredients and put in a but-
tered casserole. Sprinkle top
with bread crumbs and par-
mesan cheese. Bake for half
an hour in 350-degree oven.
Serve with hot rice.

SHRIMP STEW
2 yellow onions, sliced
1 c. celery, diced
&.T. shortening
1T. flour
1t salt
1o 132 T. chili powder
1 c. water
2 c. canned tomatoes
2 c. frozen peas
1T. cider vinegar
1t. sugar
2 ¢. cooked shrimps
1/3 c. sherry
6 c. hot cooked rice

Saute onions and celery in
shortening in a deep sauce-
pan. Sprinkie fldur and sea-
sonings over vegetables. Stir
to blend well. Gradually stir
in the water. Simmer, cov-
ered, stirring occasionally,
for 15 minutes or until thick-
ened. Add tomatoes, peas,
vinegar, sugar and the
shrimps. Simmer for 10 min-
utes or until the peas are
tender. Stir in the sherry.
Pack the hot rice, seasoned
to taste, into a lightly oiled
six-cup ring mold.

Unmold ring on a platter
dnd fill center with hot
shrimp mixture.

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SOUR CREAM MUFFINS |
1 cup dal.ry sour cream RED RIPE
1egg

2 tablespoons sugar

1 tablespoon soft butter
1% cups sifted flour

1 teaspoon baking powder

1 teaspoon sod.

% teaspoon nlt

1 (8%-ounce) can

pineapple tidbits

Blend together sour cream,
beaten egg, sugar and but-
ter. Resift flour with baking
powder, soda and salt. Add
to first mixture, stirring just
until blended. Stir in well-
drained pineapple tidbits.
Spoon into greased medium-
sized muffin pan, Bake at
400 degrees about 25 min-
utes.
