“Just another day” Is what cvery
police aftlcer looks forward to. Each
and every day in the lifc of a Farm-
ington public safety officer (PSO) is
a little bit different than the day be-
fore.

A ot of what he/she docs Is ser-
vice oriented; several citlzens per
day wiil call the department re-
questing some type of service.

These services Include, openlng
car doors when keys have been

a business person Lo
the bank with the evening deposit to
make sure It arrives there salely and
the llst is endless.

BUT YQU see, Farmington public
safety officers, tlke most other offi-
cers, are “happy and eager” to asslst
with these type requests, for It was
their willingness to help others that
caused them to sclect law enforce-
ment as a professlon.

Unfortunately, every day a citizen
will become a victim of some type of
crime and call upon the depariment
to investlgate the crime.

Quickly, a publle safety officer
wlll respond to lInvestigate the

crime, which may be an armed rob--

bery, breaking and entering, auto
theft or some form of vandallsm
such 2s a broken window, slashed
tires or knocked-down malibox. A
complete and detalled investigation
wlil be conducied and {ollow-up in-
vestigation will be handled by a de-
tective assigned to the case.

DURING THIS same day, a public
safety offlcer will qulckly activate
his patrol cars lights and siren n a
rush to get to a medlcal emergency.
Seven of the departments public
safety officers are emergency medi-
cal technlelans and will not orly re-
spond qulckly (usually within two
minutes), but they wili be able to di-
agnosis most problems and begln
emergency treatment of sick and in-
Jured persons.

Yes, and on this same day, you
may be greeted by one of Lhese pub-
1lc safety ofilcers as they signal your
wvehlele to pull over. You may be the
reelplent of a violation for speeding,
runaing & traffic stgaal or stop sign.
You may receive fust a warning, but
elther actlon will be done In an ef-
fort to “keepem-alive” on our
streets. The department bas not had
a fatal aceldent since 1981,

DURING THE courze of the day,
he/she must keep the patroi car

.clean, gased and olled and while

looking In every direction as he pa-
trols, he must not sway outslde the
traffic lanes or exceed the speed
limit.

When a Farmington resident calls
the pubtlc safety department about
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“smoke in their bouse” or an actual
{ire, all on-duty public safety offi-
cers and several off-duty public
salety offlcers will respond.

A they arrlve in their patrol cars,
they wlll quickly remove their gun
belts and put on their protective fire
gear. This public safety offlcer will
be most concerned about rescue of
anyonc inside the home or business
place and work toward a qulck
“knock<tawn’ of the fire to preserve
your property.

As the shift comes to an end, the
patrol car will be turned over to an-
ather public safety offlcer and the
oncoming shift must be bricfed on
all pertinent information. As the
public safcty offlcer arrives home,
he/she will quietly thank God for
“just another day.”
