Many “new” flowers are avallable
to forists these days because of ad-
dltional sources and new and im-
proved methods of packaging and
shipping perishable items.

Wholesalers and distributors In
this country can now get flowers
from other countries that previoustly
wouldn't have been at all

an
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=y down to earth

or only at certain times of the year.
Although there arc some scasonal
Muctuations, even with flowers from
Holland, many are avallable year-
round. Other countrles from which
we import flowers are Italy, Isracl
(a blg exporter) and Seuth America.
Customers are much more sophis-
ticated about thelr requests when
buying flowers, according to Jacqui
Carney, of Paterson's of Birming-
ham. They want more varlety,
longevity and more exotic flowers.
According to Carney, the whole
theme durlng the Mower-chlld era
(the 60s,) was a softenlng of the inte-
rlors of our homes. People wanted
more greenery and more flowers, It
was a reaction to the hard contem-
porary ccment and steel eaviron-
ment and trends in fMowers have

o Figley
been following that theme,

Hanging plants and the use of
many plants In our homes started to
become very prollfic as the “green
boom™ progressed te more natural
things. For [nstance, baskets zre of-
ten used for arrangements and to
hald follage and flowering
houseplants.

This whole interest in flowers car-
ried over Into a more traditlonal
method of floral expression less for-
mal or structured — a desire to
bring the outdoors In. This is even
seen In funeral arrangements,
French tulips on 24 Inch siems, or
roses that are open rather than in
bud are preferred by many. Brides
are even asking for open roses in
thelr bouquets.

The natural, soft look, with pastels
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such as pinks, mauves, creams and
peaches, are popular, The phrase “]
want It ta look like we just went out
in the garden and picked a bouguet
of flowers,” Is often heard. The pen-
dulum Is swinging back [n time. Ro-
manee is back In style.

When 1 asked if the flower shop
had many unusual: requests and i
they could be filled, I learned that
here in the Midwest trends start on

th coasts, and then come here, so
the more unusual plant may not be
as readily avallable here as it would
be on cither coast.

Tropical plants such as a particu-
lar specics of glnger, certaln orchids
or speclfie flowering troplcal varie-
ties may take a bit of time.

understands, Longevity often de-
pends on what the recipient, grower
and middleman does with them.
Some flowers from bulbs, {tulips,
daffodils, freeslas, and hyacinths)
don’t last 2s long as carnations or
mums. On the other kand, roses can
last anywhere from one day to two
wecks. Paterson’s prefers to arrange
roses In a vase for the proper condi-
tioning. Although red Is still the
number vne rose color, Sonla,a pale

As I looked in the holding area In
this flower shop I saw fresh flowers
that wouldn't have been there sever-
at years ago — cclosia, golden yar-
row, purple llatrls, a deep blue
monkshood, a purple dendroblum or-
chid (also has white and purple and
white bloom,) small sunflowers, a
bulb flower, alstrocmaria, again in a
varicty of colors, and star-gazer lil-
les, that work well with other flo-
wers,

It was interesting to see “filler”
flawers, such as golden aster, with
tiny yellow blossoms on grecn stems
(dark and light purple are other
shades) and wax flower,
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
