frem an ordinary snapshot? What
makes friends and family ask to see
more instead of thinking, “I've scen
enough.”

Adding stopplng power and Im-
pact to your picturcs Is the answer,
One of the best ways to accomplish
this s by using good, effective com-
position.

Compositlon can be thought of as
the meaningful placement of the
maln subject and supporting ele-
ments In the viewfinder, Including
the cllmination of unnecessary and
unwaated detall.

So the next time you look through
your camera and are about to push
the shulter — stop. Yes, stop and
take a good, second look, Is your sub-
Ject placed in a dynamically strong
strong part of the frame? If it's a
person, sce It there's a tree or tele-
phone pole “growlng" your subject’s
head. Check all four corners of the

finder for anything that's dls-
lracung and doesn’t belang.

Elffective composition begins wilh
a,s0lld look through the camera and
a calculated determination of what
you, the photographer, want to
record on film in the most effective
way.

Here are some to help

you plan and obtaln good composl-
tion.

® Consider vertical vs. horizon-
tal. Most cameras produce a ree-
tangular plcture so try fitting- this
format to your subject. People and
trees go up and down, so most often
a vertteal composition should be
used, Horizons go aideways, so a ho-
rlzontal format is appropriate.

® Move In close. Flll the frame
wlith your subject. This way, your
plcture s simplified and the viewer's
attention isn't distracted. When pho-
tographing a n or an animal,
filllng the frame is casily done with
atelephoto lens,

®  Check  subject placement.
Avold plactng the maln subject In
the middle of the picture. Photo-
graphs appear static and less Inter-
esting this way. Rather, posltlon the
subject off-center in the viewfinder.
Thls way, your picture will have
more impact.

© Frame your subject. Be on the
lookout for an overhanging tree
branch or an archway that wlll glve
your shot added strength.

@ Usc lead-In lines, These are e)-

ements in the picture that help di-
rect attentlon toward the subJect.

Lead-In lines can be roads, fences or
streams. You may fInd others.

e Watch your horlzons. Above
all, make sure they are tevel in the
viewiinder, not running up or down-
hil. A low horlzon line will accentu-
ate spaclousness, cspechally when
you have a dramatic sky. A high ho-
rizon linc de-cmphasizes the sky and,
Instead, will suggest closeness.

Most Importantly, get In the
frame of mind as you jook through
the frame of your vlewflnder that
you are now "making a photograph,”
not merely taking a snapshat.
