Q: I've recently beea elected presi-
dens of an organization whose meet-
logs are always long and chaotic.
Despite my good Intentiony, the first
one I ran didn’t go much better, How
can I “shape up” the group?

A: Many organizations perpeluate
the “we've always done it this way"
phllesaphy. Regardless that numbers
grow and soclety changes, mecetings
are still bogged down,
same way they did decades ago. It's
not so much a matter of “shaptng
up"” the group as it is for you to firm-
ly, but good naturedly, take control.

First, take a look at what's going
wrong. Do people arrive late? Can
members hear the speaker? Do dis-
cusslons drag on endlessly?

Good advance preparation s key.
Provide a table at the entrance so
that. when people arrive, they can
slgn In, make name tags and obtain a
written agenda, minutes, financiat
reports and other materlals to be
distributed. You may want to begln
with a 15- or 30-mlnutc social period
to give people time to cxchange

greetlngs,

At the appolnted time, bang a
gavel or creale some other loud
noise to get attention and give them
a couple of minutes to take thelr
seats. Bring the meeting to order
and make an announcement that,
from. now on, meetings will begln on

time, then do It.

minimum. Ask for committee re-
poris only from these that require
group discussion. If things are func-
tioning smoothly, no report ls need-
cd. After commlttee work Is com-
‘pleted, tribute should then be pald
before the membership.

Insist that cnly one person speaks
at a time. If people tend to chat
while others have the floar, don't be
afraid to Interrupt and. request full
attentlon be given to the speaker. If
discussions get sidetracked, cut off
the Chatty Cathics by :bcer(ul]y. but
firmly, stating you must mave on to

“other matters,

Insist all toples for dlscussion be
placed on the agenda In advance,
then weigh these requests carefully,
11 a person tends to be talkative, per-
haps you could propese an issue.
yourself to save time (watching your
own wordiness, of course),

Save the most verbal peaple untll
last. Some of thelr material may al-
ready have been covered by then,
and a stated adjournment time on
the agenda may encourage them to
be brlel. If you allow outsiders to
make prescntations, outline how
tong you expect them to speak. Then
adjourn the meeting first, providing
an opening to those who must leave,

You don't have to be a drill ser-
geant to get things in order. By in-
corporating good humor, cveryone
will appreclate your efforts to make
things run more smoothly.
