Broomfield: Still fighting to curb big government

and posipone others.

Broomfield, 68, talked about the
Ukelthood of a debate in a brief dis-
cussion about hls future and what he
sees ahead for himself and the 18th
Congressional Distrlet, which in-
cludes parts of Oakland, Livingston
and Macomb countles,

But for now, a debate with his
chailenger would not help his cam-
palgn, Broomlfeld sald. “Right now
I'm doing everything possible to get
BIl Broomficld re-elected.”

Since August, when Briggs, 33,
challenged blm to debate, Broom-
tield said his normal work schedule
~ including campaign stops ~ has
been disrupted by the Persian Gulf

BROOMFIELD BROKE with
Presldent Bush and voted against
both proposals, by the way, despite

“I support President Bush, but I'm
no rubber stamp,” asserted Broom-

* fleld, who sald he oppesed the com-
. promise budget because It ralses

taxes rather than cuts spending.
Congress adjourned at 1:02 a.m.

‘Sunday, leaving members preclous
. little time before the Nov. 6 election,

Broomfleld said he didn’t object

under the circumstances. But the .
» longer-than-expected

sesslons
wreaked havoc with his eampaign
schedule, forcing him to cancel some
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In the days remalning before
Tuesday’s election he intends to do
what most other congressmen are
doing, “Campalgn hard for re-elec-
ton.”

He intends to visit constituents
and make public appearances. De-
bating Democrat Briggs doesn't fit
into that plan, he sald. “How many
people would watch Briggs debate
himself?”

That doesn't mean he can't, or
won't, talk about his record, Broom-
ficld said. Or that voters should be in
the dark about where he stands,

“I've voted more than 10,000
times since elected to office,” said
Broomfield, who was elected In
1956, the same year Eiscnhower
swept to his second term n the
Whitc House,

Broomfield was 34 at the Ume and
had already served four terms in the
Michigan Legislature. At the age of
31 he was speaker pro tem In the

House of Repr ),
then the youngest person in history
to be elected to that post, according
to the Michigan Manval.

BROOMFIELD SAID he has been
phitosophically consistent during his
tenure in oftice, opposing what he
considered a growlng trend toward

. bigger government and a corre-
spondlng Increase in the federal
budget.

When government actlon Is war-
ranted, Broomfleld satd, it should be

" taken by individual states, not the

Democratle challenger Walter O,
Briggs IV sald he'd rather debate
now, but he intends to be around in
1992 if incumbent William Broom-
field won't debate untfl the next
election,

“1 intend to be around,” Briggs,
33, sald Tuesday. “H I'm the Demo-
cratic nominee, I'll definitely be
ready and willlng to debate.”

Briggs made his comments when
Informed that Broomlield told The
